• Read to your little ones when they’re doing everyday activities

like eating, taking a bath, getting ready for bed, etc.
• Point out the pictures in a book
• Make different faces and use the words that show

different emotions like surprise, happy, sad
• Take a stroll and point out colors, shapes, and sounds
• Check out some board books or picture books from the library
• If you know more than one language, talk to your little ones

in a language you don’t often use
