Start by spreading cream cheese onto your cracker. This will serve
as the base of the penguin.

Cut the large black olives into quarters. These will be the
penguin’s wings!

Slice the carrofts into triangular shapes. These will represent the
penguin’s beak and feet.

Arrange your sliced veggies onto the cracker in the shape of a
penguin.

Be creative with how you make your penguin snack! Feel free to substitute any of the
ingredients you don't like for ones you prefer.
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
