Let’s dance! 
 

If you’re in the mood for some dancing, dance to your favorite song or try this tune 
(​https://bit.ly/3aqrAPb​):

Try a bouncy rhyme

Repeat the rhyme with these verses: 
• ​She’ll be riding six white horses, when she comes--whoa, there! [lean baby to side] 
• ​We’ll all go out to meet her when she comes [give baby kisses] 
• ​We’ll all have chicken and dumplings when she comes--yum, yum! [stroke baby’s tummy] 
 

Play and Write 
 
How about some finger painting? Finger paints are easy to make with just water, flour, and 
either food coloring or liquid watercolors. 
 
With a ratio of 1 part flour to 2 parts water, add water and flour to a pot and heat it until a 
thick paste forms. Don’t worry if it starts off a bit lumpy. Take it off the heat and add just 
enough cold water until it has reached your desired consistency. Separate it into little 
containers and add your desired colors.  
 
Enjoy this messy sensory experience that also strengthens your little ones’ finger muscles.
